This is the second 
of the series about the prayer the `Our Father’ 
 

THY KINGDOM COME 
 

When we speak of the kingdom of God we must not con-
fuse it with political constructions based on human power, 
such as were frequently found in past ages and still appear 
here and there today, expressions of human and material 
dominations. 
 

We pray for the kingdom shall come (cf. Matt 6.10) in the 
sense in which Christ conceived it, and as the liturgy sings 
of it in one of the church’s finest outpourings of her  
official prayer; “the kingdom of truth and light,” a  
“kingdom of holiness and grace”, a “kingdom of  justice , 
love, and peace.” (Preface, Feast of Christ the King.) 
 

These beloved and mysterious expressions which make 
clear the choice that is set before all individuals and social 
communities, families, nations and the whole world. 
 

So we are either to walk with Christ, every one of us  
bearing his cross, light or burdensome as it may be, or to 
go on without him, lost in uncertainty, danger and  
disorder, towards universal ruin.
